Lupus Foundation of Colorado to Offer Energy Grants
The Lupus Foundation of Colorado received a grant award from Energy Outreach Colorado to help individuals diagnosed with lupus pay their energy bills.
The Lupus Foundation will receive quarterly $2,500 grants to help  our clients with energy assistance payments.  The criteria for applying for energy assistance help is straight-forward:

First you must be diagnosed with Lupus (documented diagnosis required)
Assistance is available for Electricity, Natural Gas, Oil, Propane, Firewood and Solid Fuel Pellets

Clients must apply for LEAP (see LEAP article on page )

Clients must provide letter of determination  from LEAP stating acceptance or denial.   The Foundation can help you even if you have been turned down by LEAP but you must apply for LEAP to be considered

Applicant income for LEAP is $3,269 per month before taxes for household of four

Clients who do not qualify for LEAP can still apply to the Lupus Foundation

Clients who do qualify for and receive LEAP can still apply to the Lupus Foundation for additional assistance
Clients must provide a bill showing their utility account is in arrears  (Exception made  for firewood, propane, pellets where vendor requires upfront payment for delivery)
Clients will receive assistance once in a grant year:  11/01/2008-10/31/2009

Rule of one-time assistance applies to all utilities including firewood, propane and solid fuel pellets as well as the conventional utility bill 

Payments will be made to a utility vendor

Assistance is not available for:  Water, sewer, trash collection, cell phone, telephone or cable

Please be prepared to present the required documentation:  Diagnosis of Lupus, LEAP letter of determination,  valid Colorado ID or Drivers License , Utility Bill that is in arrears – or – if firewood, propane or pellets, the vendor, amount of materials and cost.

Or you may fax the required documentation to 303.597.4054 and include your phone number.  Foundation staff will contact you to complete an assistance application.
